Mobel Laureate Dr. Yunus at CIU Youth Conference
"Thinking power is necessary to convert the impossible to possible”

"Thinking power is a leading power. We have to think more and more, People may consider you absurd,
crazy or mad. But the more you think absurd the more you overcome the obstacles”, Nobel Laureate Dr.
Yunus said during his Social Business Speech at the CIU Auditorium on Thursday, July 16, 2015,

At the beginning of his speech he praised the performance of Cricketer Mustafizur Rahman. He stated
“Did anybody think about the high voltage performance of Mustafiz and Shoumya ? But they did so.
